Dear Dancers, Teachers, Contact People and Troupe Directors,
Please be sure that you and all of your students and/or group members are aware of all of the information provided on this form and on the Performer’s Release form. I appreciate you taking the responsibility for your groups’ knowledge of all procedures, stage dimensions, etc. If you’ve questions or concerns not addressed in this material, we invite you to telephone Kajira anytime, 24/7: 808.891.8891, or to email Chuck: TribalFest@aol.com. Basic Info: Workshops all five days with a Special Offering for KD/BSBD SGI Teacher Certification with Kajira Djoumahna prior to Tribal Fest. Performances are from Friday afternoon until Sunday night, with vendors indoors and out. 

Location: Sebastopol Community Center, 390 Morris Street, Sonoma County, California, 95472. 

The Show’s doors open at 2:30, Show from 3:00 - 9:00 on Friday; Saturday from 11:00 a.m. - 9:00 p.m. and on Sunday from 11:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. 

NO FIRE is allowed on the stage or anywhere indoors.

Admission: Performers get in free on the day you perform. Family (including parents of minor performers) and friends pay the usual admission fees: $20 in correct change in cash on Friday and Saturday. Sunday is $15. Children under age 5 are admitted free, children ages 5 - 12 and elders over 60 with ID get $5 off that day’s fee. Paying admission does not guarantee a seat, sometimes it’s standing room only. And yes, we do allow in-and-out privileges.

* PLEASE NOTE: If the admission fee is a financial hardship, we do have Staff positions open for those in need. No money? No worries. Ask us what we need help with and you can get in free on the day/s you work at least one shift of about 3 hours. Work more than one shift and get a commemorative TF 10 shirt as well! * 
Please be aware that the music is LOUD in the Main Auditorium where the performances are. Bring earplugs if high decibel sound bugs you.
Any disclaimers due to costuming, lyrics, etc. known about ahead of time will be found in the official Program (available at the door and during the week. Look for them). 

CHECK-IN PROCEDURES: 
All performers are to check in at the PERFORMER’S CHECK-IN TABLE at least ONE HOUR* before your scheduled performance time. * If you are performing in the show within the first 45 minutes of any day, please come as ready as you can be and check-in a half hour before you’re on. Do not arrive one hour ahead, as there will be no one to check you in that early, nor will the room be unlocked. Mahalo (thank you) for your cooperation.
* The Performer’s Check-In Booth is located at the back of the main building, outside the dressing room (Bolshoi Room) door. Just follow the signs on the outside of the building if you are new to the event, or didn’t take any classes in that room earlier in the week.
* The Performer’s Dressing Room is the Bolshoi Room, also at the back of the Community Center, next to the

Performer’s Check-In table (see above). Performers may enter after checking in through the dressing room back door. The dressing room is for all performers regardless of sex. If you are uncomfortable with this fact, we suggest you dress as completely as you can in the privacy of your hotel or home before arriving. If you have a young one who will be performing and needs help getting into their costume, we suggest that they be dressed at home or in your hotel room, since no one but Performers are allowed into the Dressing Room (including parents who are not performers). The restrooms are overcrowded, so please reserve them for “legitimate” purposes. Thank you. The Dressing Room has full length mirrors on one wall, racks, electricity and a few chairs. Water is provided.

* Sound: CD and live, provided by my loving husband and TF Co-Producer, Chuck The DJ. If you are using recorded music please have your entire set of music on ONE CD or CDR, and bring a back‑up. Please label the CD’s protective case or sleeve with your time and name. (Post-its or masking tape work great!) Please be sure the first place you go after checking in and setting down your bags in the dressing room is the sound booth, thanks! Be sure to pick up your CD after your performance, otherwise I never mind hearing new sets! 

* Lighting: The lighting is set in a soft and even pattern. The auditorium is not dark as we have vendors inside.

* The Lost & Found, Programs, Tribal Fest Commemorative Shirts & BSBD Shirts, Kajira’s DVDs and more are at the BlackSheep BellyDance vending tables near the sound booth towards the back of the Main Auditorium.  

* ABOUT THE STAGE - VERY IMPORTANT: The usable dance space on the stage is 20' wide by 9' deep. This is a shallow but wide stage. I STRONGLY suggest that you rehearse your group within those parameters! There are stairs on both sides of the stage, no curtains, no wings. You may enter from the dressing room, from both sides, or from the front of the auditorium as you like. 
* Live Music? If there are musicians accompanying your group they will be set up on stage right, cutting off that entrance for dancers. Their set-up and take-down time will also be included in the total time stated for the number of performers, so rehearse with them getting their gear on and offstage quickly. “Sound checks” happen during your show. 
* PLEASE NOTE that I supply a gorgeous hand painted silk backdrop (by David Ludwig of Silk Spirit) for the stage and it has support feet that stick out about 2 feet on two sides of the dance space onstage. (I did figure them into the dimensions supplied above.) THE BACKDROP should NOT BE TOUCHED by anything, ESPECIALLY NOT sharp props! If there is any damage to the drop such as dirt, a nick, cut or tear, YOU will be responsible for the cost of replacement or damage repair, which can be as high as $5,000. We ask that if you are using scimitars, sabers, or other props that can be damaging, that you practice staying towards the front of the stage. Again, we thank you very much for being conscious of the backdrop.
